ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS EXPLANATION: 

A governing body of a municipality may formally act through ordinances or resolutions.  

Ordinances usually encompass legislative acts.  Resolutions usually deal with administrative or 

acts performed according to legal authority, established procedures or instructions from the 

Common Council. 

Ordinances: 

An act initiated by the Common Council that becomes law.  The violation of an 

ordinance may result in summonses being issued.  Generally, an ordinance remains in 

effect until repealed or modified and may not be amended or modified by a resolution.  It 

requires a public hearing and publications in the town’s legal paper before becoming 

effective.  Examples of ordinances are those which deal with changing parking or speed 

limit requirements, code enforcement, implementing State mandates at the local level and 

creating boards or commissions. 

 Resolutions: 

Any act or regulation that is required to be reduced to writing but may be finally passed 

at the meeting at which it is introduced.  The legal effect of a resolution is the same as an 

ordinance except summonses cannot be issued for their violation.  Generally, life of a 

resolution is permanent unless there is language to the contrary.  Typical resolutions deal 

with: Opinion expressions; Requests for action to other elected officials or bodies or 

governmental agency[s]; One-time actions and Routine authorizations such as making 

appointments and awarding contracts.

Chief of Police, to provide that the fee for extra duty non-traffic jobs for the Summit Public 

Schools shall be $50.00 per hour with no administrative fees.   

 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SUMMIT, as 

follows: 

 

Section 1. That Section 2-69, Fees for Municipal Services, Subsection 2-69.3, Fees to be 

collected by Chief of Police, of the Code shall be amended and supplemented as follows: 

2-69.3, Fees to be collected by Chief of Police. 

p. Extra duty. 

1. Non-traffic jobs. 

(a) Monthly contracted vendors and nonprofits (non-traffic jobs): $45 per hour plus 

administrative fees per this section. 

(b) City agencies (non-traffic jobs): $40.00 per hour.  nNo administrative fees per this section.  

(c) Summit Public Schools (non-traffic jobs): $50.00 per hour.  No administrative fees per this 

section. 

 2. All inside details, including security, for non-monthly contract vendors: $50 per hour plus 

administrative fees per this section. 

 

3. All outside traffic jobs: top patrol officer's overtime rate per hour plus administrative fees 

per this section.

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4. Minimum compensation. 

 (a) Minimum compensation is for two hours for jobs under Subsections p1 and 2. 

 (b) Minimum compensation is for four hours for jobs under Subsection p3. 

 (c) All vendors shall agree to notify the police desk two hours prior to the start of the 

job if they wish to cancel. If they fail to comply, the vendor shall be liable for a 

minimum of four hours' pay per officer requested. 

 

Section 2.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed and 

this ordinance shall take effect upon approval and after final passage and publication as provided 

by law.

On June 7, 2021 Assistant Superintendent of the Summit Public School District, Louis Pepe, 

submitted a letter advising that the district administration has determined that the current hourly rate 

for police coverage at school events is out of parity with neighboring districts.  As such, Mr. Pepe 

advised that the district administration has decided to increase the fee to $50.00/hour from the 

current rate of $40.00/hour. 

As a result of this change at the district level, I respectfully request that an ordinance be introduced 

to amend the City Code, specifically, Chapter II Administration, Article VII Administrative Policies 

and Procedures, Section 2-69.3 Fees Collected by the Chief of Police, Subsection P-1(b) Extra Duty, 

to reflect an increase from $40.00 per hour to $50.00 per hour.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 

SUMMIT, IN THE COUNTY OF UNION, NEW JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of all the 

members thereof affirmatively concurring), AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1. The several improvements described in Section 3 of this bond 

ordinance are hereby respectively authorized as general improvements to be made or acquired by 

The City of Summit, New Jersey.  For the said several improvements or purposes stated in said 

Section 3, there are hereby appropriated the respective sums of money therein stated as the 

appropriations made for said improvements or purposes, said sums being inclusive of all 

appropriations heretofore made therefor and amounting in the aggregate to $4,030,000 including 

the aggregate sum of $195,000 as the several down payments for said improvements or purposes 

required by law and more particularly described in said Section 3 and now available therefor by 

virtue of provision in a previously adopted budget or budgets of the City for down payment or 

for capital improvement purposes. 

Section 2. For the financing of said improvements or purposes and to meet 

the part of said $4,030,000 appropriations not provided for by application hereunder of said 

down payments, negotiable bonds of the City are hereby authorized to be issued in the principal 

amount of $3,835,000 pursuant to the Local Bond Law of New Jersey.  In anticipation of the 

issuance of said bonds and to temporarily finance said improvements or purposes, negotiable 

notes of the City in a principal amount not exceeding $3,835,000 are hereby authorized to be 

issued pursuant to and within the limitations prescribed by said Local Bond Law. 
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Section 3. The improvements hereby authorized and the several purposes for 

the financing of which said obligations are to be issued, the appropriation made for and estimated 

cost of each such purpose, and the estimated maximum amount of bonds or notes to be issued for 

each such purpose, are respectively as follows:

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SUMMIT, IN 

THE COUNTY OF UNION, NEW JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of all the members thereof 

affirmatively concurring), AS FOLLOWS: 

The improvement described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance is hereby authorized as a general 

improvement to be made or acquired by The City of Summit, New Jersey.  For the said improvement or 

purpose stated in said Section 3, there is hereby appropriated the sum of $16,100,000, said sum, except as 

provided below, being inclusive of all appropriations heretofore made therefor and including the sum of 

$770,000 as the down payment for said improvement or purpose required by law and now available 

therefor by virtue of provision in a previously adopted budget or budgets of the City for down payment or 

for capital improvement purposes and being exclusive of the amount of $750,000 heretofore appropriated 

therefor by a prior bond ordinance of the City. 

For the financing of said improvement or purpose and to meet the part of said $16,100,000 

appropriation not provided for by application hereunder of said down payment, negotiable bonds of the 

City are hereby authorized to be issued in the principal amount of $15,330,000 pursuant to the Local 

Bond Law of New Jersey. In anticipation of the issuance of said bonds and to temporarily finance said 

improvement or purpose, negotiable notes of the City in a principal amount not exceeding $15,330,000 

are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to and within the limitations prescribed by said Local Bond 

Law. 
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a)  The improvement hereby authorized and purpose for the financing of which said obligations are to be 

issued is the construction of a new firehouse in and by the City on lands owned by the City and located at 

301 Broad Street for use by the Fire Department of the City, said building being of not less than Class A 

construction (as such term is defined or referred to in Section 40A:2-22 of said Local Bond Law), 

including installation of electrical, heating, ventilation and air conditioning systems, and improvement of 

the site thereof, together with all water, gas, electric and storm water management facilities and 

structures, sidewalks, driveways, curbing, parking facilities, lighting, paving, landscaping, structures, 

fixtures, furnishings, equipment, work and materials necessary, useful or convenient for said purpose, all 

as shown on and in accordance with the plans and specifications therefor prepared and filed or to be 

prepared and filed in the office of the City Clerk or the City Engineer, subject to such variation, 

modification, addition or alteration as may from time to time be approved by the Common Council of the 

City as necessary or desirable in connection with the construction of said firehouse. 

The estimated maximum amount of bonds or notes to be issued for said purpose pursuant to this 

bond ordinance is $15,330,000. 

The estimated cost of said purpose is $16,100,000, the excess thereof over the said estimated 

maximum amount of bonds or notes to be issued therefor being the amount of the said $770,000 down 

payment for said purpose and said cost being exclusive of the amount of $750,000 heretofore 

appropriated therefor. 

The following additional matters are hereby determined, declared, recited and stated: 

The said purpose described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance is not a current expense and is a property 

or improvement which the City may lawfully acquire or make as a general improvement, and no part of 

the cost thereof has been or shall be specially assessed on property specially benefitted thereby. 

The period of usefulness of said purpose within the limitations of said Local Bond Law, 

according to the reasonable life thereof computed from the date of the said bonds authorized by this bond 

ordinance, is forty (40) years. 

The supplemental debt statement required by said Local Bond Law has been duly made and filed 

in the office of the City Clerk and a complete executed duplicate thereof has been filed in the office of the 

Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs of the 

State of New Jersey, and such statement shows that the gross debt of the City as defined in said Local 

Bond Law is increased by the authorization of the bonds and notes provided for in this bond ordinance by 

$15,330,000, and the said obligations authorized by this bond ordinance will be within all debt limitations 

prescribed by said Local Bond Law. 
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An aggregate amount not exceeding $413,450 for interest on said obligations, costs of issuing said 

obligations and other items of expense listed in and permitted under section 40A:2-20 of said Local Bond 

Law may be included as part of the cost of said improvement and is included in the foregoing estimate 

thereof. 

All bond anticipation notes issued hereunder shall mature at such times as may be determined by 

the chief financial officer, the acting chief financial officer or the treasurer of the City (the “Chief 

Financial Officer”), provided that no note shall mature later than one year from its date.  The notes shall 

bear interest at such rate or rates and be in such form as may be determined by the Chief Financial 

Officer.  The Chief Financial Officer shall determine all matters in connection with the notes issued 

pursuant to this bond ordinance, and the Chief Financial Officer’s signature upon the notes shall be 

conclusive evidence as to all such determinations.  All notes issued hereunder may be renewed from time 

to time subject to the provisions of N.J.S.A. §40A:2-8.  The Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized 

to sell part or all of the notes from time to time at public or private sale at not less than par and to deliver 

them to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from 

their dates to the dates of delivery thereof.  The Chief Financial Officer is directed to report in writing to 

the governing body of the City at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the 

notes pursuant to this bond ordinance is made.  Such report must include the principal amount, interest 

rate and maturities of the notes sold, the price obtained and the name of the purchaser. 

The full faith and credit of the City are hereby pledged to the punctual payment of the principal of 

and interest on the said obligations authorized by this bond ordinance.  Said obligations shall be direct, 

unlimited obligations of the City, and the City shall be obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all the 

taxable property within the City for the payment of said obligations and interest thereon without 

limitation of rate or amount. 

 The capital budget or temporary capital budget of the City is hereby amended to conform with the 

provisions of this ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith and the resolutions promulgated 

by the Local Finance Board showing all detail of the amended capital budget or temporary capital budget 

and capital program as approved by the Director, Division of Local Government Services, are on file with 

the City Clerk and are available for public inspection.  

This bond ordinance shall take effect twenty (20) days after the first publication thereof after final 

adoption, as provided by said Local Bond Law.

The City has improved a section of Pinegrove Avenue between Blackburn Road and Ashland Road 

with curbing, sidewalks, and new paving.  This update has created a shrinking of road width, sufficient 

enough to create new parking challenges.  The roadway was in full operation after the construction 

process for a short time when the police department began to receive complaints about parking. 

The Traffic Bureau observed that with parking on one side of the roadway between Manor Hill and 

Colony Drive there was a significant sight line problem.  Vehicles parked created a one lane pass 

with two lanes of opposing traffic.  This along with sightline issue created a problem.  The police 

department erected EMERGENCY NO PARKING ANYTIME signs in the subject area and it 

allowed traffic to safely flow from Ashland to Blackburn Rd. 

The new ordinance would prohibit parking on both sides of Pinegrove Avenue between Colony 

Drive and Manor Hill Road.  This will make the area safer for vehicular travel in both directions.

The City has applied and participated in the grant initiative for the past several years, it has proven to 

be of value to the City’s annual tree planting program.  

 

This grant cycle, the City is proposing to plant nine (9) various tree species, which Japanese Tree 

Lilac, Merlot Redbud, American Yellowwood, Black Gum, Robin Hill Shadblow, Ruby Slippers 

Maple, Kwanzan Cherry, Snow Goose Cherry, and Japanese Styrax. 

 

City Forester, John Linson and I recommend the City participate in the program through Option 2.  

Option 2 would permit the city to be reimbursed for 50% of the cost for the supply and installation of 

trees purchased directly by the city.   

 

This round of the grant process we are recommending to plant 75 trees in both the spring and fall of 

2022. This would require the city to encumber 50% of the allowable reimbursement cost for the 

supply and installation for both seasons in 2022.
