PREPAID PARKING

Please contact the Parking Services Agency at parking@cityofsummit.org to begin you monthly or quarterly
prepayments. All prepayments will be prorated from July 15 on. Parking overnight in downtown lots requires a prepaid
overnight permit. No overnight parking is allowed in the Deforest Lots #1 and #2. Anyone parking overnight must move
the vehicle by 8 AM. See all overnight rules here.
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Please remember that Deforest Lots provide one-hour free parking for all visitors and customers. PICK-UP
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The City has placed Curbside Pick-up Stanchions within the downtown area. These spaces are to assist
businesses for quick curbside pick-up of items. They are strictly 15-minute spaces to create sufficient
